Sec. 8-33. License for pawnbrokers, precious metal dealer and second hand dealer.
(a) Purpose. The purpose of this section is to prevent pawn shop, precious metals and second hand goods businesses from being
used as facilities for the commission of crime, to assure that such businesses comply with basic consumer protection standards and
to protect the public health, safety and general welfare of the citizens of the city. The city council therefore finds consumer
protection regulation is warranted in transactions involving pawnbrokers, precious metal dealers and second hand dealers.
(b) Definitions. The following words and terms when used in this section shall have the following meanings unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise:
(1) Billable ransaction. Every reportable transaction conducted by a licensee except renewals, redemptions, or extensions
of existing pawns on items previously reported and continuously in the licensee's possession is a billable transaction.
(2) Minor. Any person under 18 years of age.
(3) Pawnbroker. Any person or agent or employee thereof, within the city who loans money on deposits or pledge of
personal property or other valuable thing; who deals in the purchasing of personal property or other valuable item on
condition of selling that same item back again at a stipulated price; or who loans money secured by a mortgage on personal
property, taking possession of the property or any part thereof so mortgaged. To the extent that a business includes buying
personal property previously used, rented or leased, or selling it on consignment, the provision of this section shall be
applicable. Any bank, savings and loan associations or credit union shall not be deemed a pawnbroker for purposes of this
section.
(4) Pawnshop. The location at which or premises in which a pawnbroker regularly conducts business.
(5) Person. An individual; a parmership, including a limited parmership; a corporation including a foreign, domestic or
nonprofit corporation; a trust; a political subdivision of the state; or any other business organization.
(6) Precious metal dealer. Any person engaged in the business of buying coins or second hand items containing precious
metal, including but not limited to, jewelry, watches, eating uiensils, candlesticks, and religious and decorative objects.
(7) Second hand dealer. A person, partnership, firm or corporation whose regular business includes selling or receiving
tangible personal property (excluding motor vehicles) previously used, rented, owned, or leased. The term second hand
dealer shali include pawnbroker and antique shops.
(8) Reportable transaction. Every transaction conducted by a licensee in which merchandise is received through a pawn,
purchase, consignment or trade, or in which a pawn is renewed, extended or redeemed, is reportable except:
a. The bulk purchase or consignment of new or used merchandise from a merchant, manufacturer or wholesaler
having an established permanent place of business, and the retail sale of said merchandise, provided the licensee
must maintain a record of such purchase or consignment which describes each item, and must mark each item in a
manner which relates it to that ransaction record.
b. Retail and wholesale sales of merchandise originally received by pawn or purchase, and for which all
applicable hold and/or redemption periods have expired.
(c) License required. No person, firm or corporation shall conduct or operate the business of pawnbroker, precious metal dealer
and second hand dealer without having first obtained a license therefore as herein provided; or in violation of any of the provisions
herein contained. No pawnbroker, precious metal dealer and second hand dealer license may be transferred to a different location or
a different person. A separate license is required for each place of business. A person may be issued multiple licenses if there has
cen compliance with this Code and all other county, state and federal laws for each license. The following transactions shall be
required to obtain a second hand dealers license but shall be exempt from the general license restrictions set forth in subsection §-
33(0) of this Code, except those restrictions set out in subsections 8-33(0)(9) through (15). The following transactions subject to the
second hand dealers' license shall also be exempt from the business manager requirement in subsection 8-33(e) and the investigation
and billable transaction fees in subsection 8-33(j) of this Code:
(1) The sale of second hand books or magazines;
(2) The sale of second hand clothing or linens. This does apply to the sale of second hand sporting goods equipment.
Further, dealers of second hand bedding must comply with Minn. Stat. §§ 325F.25 through 325F.34;
(3) The sale of second hand kitchen or laundry appliances:
(4) The sale of second hand furniture;
(3) Sales by charitable organizations that take second hand goods for no compensation;
(6) A bulk sale of property from a merchant, manufacturer or wholesaler having an established place of business or of
goods sold at open sale from bankrupt stock.
(d) Exceptions to license requirement.
(1) The following transactions shall not require a precious metal dealers license:
a. Transactions at occasional "garage” or "yard" sales, or estate sales or auctions held at the decedent’s residence,
except that precious metal dealers must comply with the requirements of Minn. Stat. §§ 3235F.73 10 325F.744 for
these transactions.
b. Transactions regulated by Minn. Stat. ch. §80A.
¢. Transactions regulated by the Federal Commodity Futures Commission Act.
d. Transactions involving the purchase of precious metal grindings, filings, slag, sweeps, scraps or dust from an
industrial manufacturer, dental lab, dentist or agent thereof.
e. Transactions involving the purchase of photographic film such as lithographic and x-ray film or silver residue
or flake covered in lithographic and x-ray film processing.
f. Transactions involving coins or bullion in ingots.



g. Transactions in which the second hand item containing precious metal is exchanged for a new item containing
precious metal and the value of the new item exceeds the value of the second hand item.
h. Transactions between precious metal dealers if both dealers are licensed under Minn. Stat. § 325F.733, or if the
seller's business is located outside of the state and the item is shipped from outside the state to a dealer licensed
under Minn. Stat. § 325F.733.
i. Resale transactions by an antique dealer of second hand items containing precious metal if the items are resold
at retail in an unaltered condition except for repair, and the antique dealer paid less than $2,500.00 for all second
hand items containing precious metals purchased by said antique dealer within any 12 consecutive month period.
(2) The following transactions shall not require a second hand dealers license:
a. The sale of second hand goods where all of the following are present:
I. The sale is held on property occupied as a residential dwelling by the seller or owned, rented or leased
by a charitable or political organization.

2. The items offered for sale are owned by the occupant.

3. That no sale exceeds a period of 72 consecutive hours.

4. That no more than two sales are held in any 12 consecutive month period at any residential dwelling.
S. That none of the items offered for sale have been purchased for resale or received on consignment for

purpose of resale.
b. The sale of goods at an auction held by a licensed auctioneer.
¢. The sale of recyclable material including, but not limited to, motor oil, aluminum, iron, glass, plastic and
paper.
d. Private occasional sales of second hand goods.
e. The sale of used motor vehicles.
f The sale of any item for less than $15.00 in cash, merchandise or services for merchandise received provided:
1. The total amount paid any single person for resold merchandise does not exceed $45.00 within any
60-day period; or
9. Merchandise has not been received for resale from any single person more than three times within any
60-day period regardless of the total value of said transactions.
g¢. The business of buying or selling only those second hand goods taken as part of full payment for new goods of
greater value and where such business is incidental to and not the primary business of a person.
h. Goods sold at an exhibition.
(e) Business manager. A person(s) designated by the licensee to operate a business in the licensee's absence. A licensee must
designate a manager to operate the licensed business if the licensee cannot provide on-site supervisory services at the business for at
least 40 hours per month.
(1) When 2 licensee places a manager in charge of a business, or if the named manager(s) in charge of a licensed business
changes, the licensee must complete and submit the appropriate application, on forms provided by the city within 14 days.
(2) Upon completion of an investigation of a new manager, the licensee must pay an amount equal to the cost of the
investigation to assure compliance with this Code. If the investigation process is conducted solely within the state, the fee
shall be $500.00. If the investigation is conducted outside the state, the issuing authority may recover the actual
investigations cost not exceeding $10,000.00.
() Application for license. Every application for license under this section, whether for a natural person, partnership, corporation
or other organization shall be made on a form supplied by the city and shall contain all information on said license form as required
by law.
(@) Application execution. All license applications under this section shall be signed and sworn to. Any license obtained by use of
false information shall result in the denial or revocation of a license.
(hy Application verification. All applications shall be referred to the police department for verification and investigation of the
facts set forth in the application. The police department shall make a written report and recommendation to the city council as to
issuance or nonissuance of the license. The city may order and conduct such additional investigation as it deems necessary during
normal business hours.
(i) Application consideration. 1f an application is granted for a location where a building is under construction or not ready for
occupancy, the license shall not be delivered to the licensee until a certificate of occupancy has been issued for the licensed
premises.
(j) Fees.
(1) Application fee.
a. A nonrefundable application fee shall be as set forth insubsection 14-8(26) of this Code.
b. The application fee shall be paid in full before the license application is accepted.
(2) lnvestigation fee. A license applicant under this section shall pay the city at the time an original application is
submitted, a nonrefundable investigation fee as set out in subsection 14-8(26) of this Code for the following costs:
a. To verify the license application and;
b. To assure compliance with this section.
(3) License fee.
a. The license fee shall be as set out in subsection 14-8(26) of this Code.
b. The first annual license fee shall be paid with the application and investigation fee. The application fee shall be
credited to the first annual license fee, if the application is approved.



¢. Upon rejection, denial or withdrawal of any license application, only the annual license fee shall be refunded in
full, but not the investigation or application fee.
(4) Billable transaction fee.
a. The billable transaction license fee shall be as set out insubsection 14-8(26) of this Code and classified
according to the medium by which daily required reports are submitted to the New Hope Police Department.
b. The billable transaction license fee shall reflect the cost of processing transactions and other related regulatory
expenses as determined by the city council, and shall be reviewed and adjusted, if necessary, at least every six
months. Licensees shall be notified in writing 30 days before any adjustment is implemented. The billable
transaction fee for modem transaction shall not exceed the billable transaction fee for manual transactions.
¢. Billable transaction fees shall be billed monthly and are due and payable within 30 days. Failure to do so is a
violation of this section.
(k) Bond. A pawnbroker license will not be issued unless the applicant files with the city clerk a bond with corporate surety, cash,
or 2 United States Government Bond in the amount of $5,000.00 for a pawnbroker, precious metal dealer and second hand dealer
license. The bond must be conditioned on the licensee obeying the laws and ordinances governing the licensed business and paying
all fees, taxes, penalties and other charges associated with the business. The bond must provide that it is forfeited to the city upon
violation of any law or ordinance.
(1) Application renewal. All licenses issued as per this section shall be effective for one year from the date of approval by the city.
An application for the renewal of an existing license shall be made prior to the expiration date of the license and shall be made in
such form as the city requires. No expiration of any license shall impair or affect the obligation of any pre-existing lawful contract
between the licensee and any pledgor.
(m) Death of a licensee. In the case of the death of a licensee, the relative or personal representative of the licensee may continue
operation of the business for not more than 90 days after the licensee's death.
(n) Conditions for approval of license. To be eligible for or to mainiain a pawnbroker, precious metal or second hand dealer
license, a person must operate lawfully and fairly within the provisions of this section and all other applicable laws, and:
(1) No license under this section shall be issued to an applicant who is a natural person if such applicant:
a. Is a minor at the time the application is filed;
b. Has been convicted of any crime directly related to the occupation licensed as prescribed by Minn. Stat. §
364.03, subd. 2, unless the person has shown competent evidence of sufficient rehabilitation and present fitness to
perform the duties of a pawnbroker as prescribed by Minn. Stat. § 364.03, subd. 3; or
¢. Holds an intoxicating liquor license under this Code; or
d. Is not a citizen of the United States or a resident alien, or upon whom it is impractical to conduct a background
and financial investigation due to the unavailability of information; or
e. Is not of sufficient good moral character or repute as determined by the city council.
(2) No license under this section shall be issued to an applicant that is a partership if such applicant has any general
partner or managing partner who:
a. Is a minor at the time the application is filed;
b. Has been convicied of any crime directly related to the occupation and the person licensed as prescribed by
Minn. Stat. § 364.03, subd. 2, unless the person has shown competent evidence of sufficient rehabilitation and
present fitness to perform the duties of a pawnbroker, as prescribed by Minn. Stat. § 364.03, subd. 3; or
c. Holds an intoxicating liquor license under this Code; or
d. Is not a citizen of the United States or a resident alien, or upon whom it is impractical to conduct a background
and financial investigation due to the unavailability of information; or
e. Is not of sufficient good moral character or repute as determined by the city council.
(3) No license under this section shall be issued to an applicant that is a corporation or other organization if such applicant
has any manager, proprigtor, or agent in charge of the business to be licensed who:
a. Isaminor at the time the application is filed;
b. Has been convicted of any crime directly related to the occupation licensed as prescribed by Minn. Stat. §
364.03, subd. 2, unless the person has shown competent evidence of sufficient rehabilitation and present fitness to
perform the duties of a pawnbroker as prescribed by Minn. Stat. § 364.03, subd. 3; or
c. Holds an intoxicating liquor license under this Code; or
d. Isnota citizen of the United States or a resident alien, or upon whom it is impractical to conduct a background
and financial investigation due to the unavailability of information; or
e. Isnot of sufficient good moral character or repute as determined by the city council.
{(4) Any change, directly or beneficially, in the ownership of any licensed pawnshop, precious metal or second hand dealer
shall require the application for a new license and the new owner must satisfy all current eligibility requirements.
(5) The following locations shall be ineligible for a license under this section:
a. No license shall be granted or renewed if the property on which the business is to be conducted is owned by a
person who is ineligible for a license under any of the requirements of this Code.
b. Where operation of a licensed premise would violate chapter 4 of this Code.
c. Where the applicant's present license was issued conditioned upon the applicant making specified
improvements to the licensed premise or the property of the licensed premise which improvements have not been
completed.
(6) The following conditions must be complied with before a location shall be eligible for a second hand dealers license:



a. The receipt or transfer of all used goods to the second hand dealer shall be conducted entirely within the
building or tenant bay. Outdoor drop off areas shall not be allowed.
b. Outdoor storage of merchandise of any kind shall not be permitted.
c. All refuse containers, dumpsters and trash handling equipment shall be approved by the city, maintained in
good repair and shall comply with the following conditions:
1. The exterior walls or fence treatment of the trash enclosures shall be similar or complementary to the
exterior finish of the principal building.
2. Trash enclosures shall be located in the side or rear yards and meet the applicable setback
requirements.
3. Trash enclosures shall be accessible for pick up and hauling vehicles.
4. The trash enclosures shall fully screen trash receptacles from view of adjacent properties and public
rights-of-way.
d. All locations where clothing sales occur shall provide at least one accessible changing room and restroom
facility.
(0) General license restrictions.
(1) Recordkeeping. At the time of a receipt of an item of property, whether sold or pawned, the pawnbroker, precious
metal dealer and second hand dealer shall immediately record, using the English language, in an indelible ink, orina
computerized record approved by the city manager, the following information:
a. A complete and accurate description of the item of property including, but not limited to, any trademark,
identification number, serial number, model number, brand name, or other identifying mark on such item;
b. The date and time the item of property was received;
¢. The full name, residence address, residence telephone number, address, date of birth, sex, height, weight, race
and color of hair and eyes of the pledgor or seller;
The amount advanced or paid;
The maturity date of the pawn transaction and the amount due;
The monthly and annual interest rates, including all pawn fees and charges; and
The licensee must also take color photographs or color video recording of:
1. Each customer involved in a billable transaction.
2. Every item pawned or sold that does not have a unique serial or identification number permanently
engraved or offered.
3. Ifaphotograph is taken, it must be at least two inches in length by two inches in width and must be
maintained in such a manner that the photograph can be readily matched and correlated with all other
records of the transaction to which they relate. Such photographs must be available to the chief of police,
or the chief's designee, upon request. The licenses must orally inform the person that he or she is being
photographed and by displaying a sign of sufficient size in a conspicuous place in the premises.
4. Ifa video photograph is taken, the video camera must zoom in on the person pawning or selling the
item so0 as to include an identifiable close up of that person's face. Items photographed by video must be
accurately depicted. Video photographs must be electronically referenced by time and date so they can be
readily matched and correlated with all other records of the transaction to which they relate. The licensee
must orally inform the person that he or she is being videotaped and by displaying a sign of sufficient size
in a conspicuous place on the premises. The licensee must keep the exposed videotape for three months.
h. Digitized photographs. Effective 90 days from the date of notification by the chief of police, the licensee may
fulfill the color photograph requirements in subsection 8-33(0)(1)g by submitting them as digital images, in a
format specified by the issuing authority, electronically cross referenced to the reportable transaction they are
associated with. Notwithstanding the digital images may be captured from required video recordings, this
provision does not alter or amend the requirements in subsection 8-33(0)(De.
(2) Printed recordkeeping. The following shall be printed on all pawn tickets:
a. The statement that "any personal property pledged to a pawnbroker within this state is subject to sale or
disposal when there has been no payment made on the account for a period of not less than 90 days past the date of
the pawn transaction, renewal, or extension; no further notice is necessary. There is no obligation for the pledgor
to redeem pledged goods.”
b. The statement that "the pledgor of this item attests that it is not stolen, it has no liens or encumbrances against
it, and the pledgor has the right to sell or pawn the item”.
c. The statement that "this item is redeemable only by the pledgor to whom the receipt was issued, or any person
identified in a written and notarized authorization to redeem the property identified in the receipt, or a person
identified in writing by the pledgor at the time of the initial transaction and signed by the pledgor. Written
authorization for release of property to persons other than the original pledgor must be maintained along with the
original transaction record".
d. A blank line for the pledgor's signature.
(3) Inspection of records. The pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer shall make available the
information required in subsection 8-33(0)(1) of this section during business hours for inspection by the city. The
information required in subsection 8-33(0)(1) of this section shall be retained by the pawnbroker, precious metal dealer and
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second hand dealer for at least three years. These records shall be a correct copy of its entries made of the pawn
transactions.
(4) Deaily report to police.
a. Method. Licensee must provide to the police department the information required in subsection 8-33(0)(1)a--f,
by transferring it from their computer to the APS service provider via modem. All required records must be
transmitted completely and accurately afier the close of business each day in accordance with standards and
procedures established by the city using a dial-callback protocol or other procedures that address security concerns
of the licensee and the city. The licensee must display a sign of sufficient size, in a conspicuous place in the
premises, which informs all patrons that all transactions are reported to the police department daily.
b. Billable transaction fees. Licensees will be charged for billable transactions at the rate for the medium by
which they were reported to the police department except:
I. Ifalicensee who has consistently reported via modem, is unable to successfully transfer the required
reports by modem, the licensee must provide the police department printed copies of all reportable
transactions along with the video tape(s) for that date, by 12:00 noon the next business day and must be
charged at the modem rate for billable transactions.
2. If the problem is determined to be in the licensee's system and is not corrected by the close of the first
business day following the failure, the licensee must provide the required reports as detailed in subsection
8-33(0)(1) and must be charged at the modem rate for transactions through the close of the first business
day following the failure, and at the manual rate for all subsequent billable transactions until the error is
corrected; or
3. Ifalicensee who has consistently reported via modem is unable to capture, digitize or transmit the
photographs required in subsection 8-33(0)(1)g, the licensee must immediately take all required
photographs with a still camera, immediately develop the pictures, cross reference the photographs to the
correct transaction, and deliver them to the police department by 12:00 noon the next business day.
Billable transactions will be charged at the modem rate for transactions through the close of the first
business day following the failure, and at the manual rate for all subsequent billable transactions until the
error is corrected.
(5) Police order to hold property.
a. Investigative hold, Whenever a law enforcement official from any agency notifies a pawnbroker, precious
metal dealer or secondhand dealer not to sell an item, the item must not be sold or removed from the premises. The
investigative hold shall be confirmed in writing by the originating agency within 72 hours and will remain in effect
for 15 days from the date of initial notification, or until the investigative order is canceled, or until an order to
hold/confiscate is issued, pursuant to subsection 8-33(0)(3)b of this Code, whichever comes first.
b. Order ro hold. Whenever the chief of police, or the chief's designee, notifies a pawnbroker, precious metal
dealer or secondhand dealer not to sell an item, the item must not be sold or removed from the licensed premises
until authorized to be released by the chief or the chief's designee. The order to hold shall expire 90 days from the
date it is placed unless the chief of police or the chief's designee determines the hold is still necessary and notifies
the licensee in writing.
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c. Order io confiscate. 1fan item is identified as stolen or evidence in a criminal case, the chief or chief's
designee may:
1. Physically confiscate and remove it from the licensed premises, pursuant to a written order from the
chief or the chief's designee, or
2. Place the item on hold or extend the hold as provided in subsection 8-33(0)(3)b of this Code, and
leave it at the licensed premises.
When an item is confiscated, the person doing so shall provide identification upon request of the
pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or secondhand dealer, and shall provide the licensee the name and
phone number of the confiscaiing agency and investigator, and the case number related to the
confiscation.
When an order to hold/confiscate is no longer necessary, the chief of police or the chief's designee shall
so notify the licensee.
(6) Redemption period for pawned goods. Any person pledging, pawning or depositing an item for security must have a
minimum of 90 days from the date of that transaction to redeem the item before it may be forfeited and sold. During the 90-
day holding period, items may not be removed from the licensed location except as provided in subsection 8-33(0)(19) of
this Code. Licensees are prohibiied from redeeming any item to anyone other than the person 0 whom the receipt was
issued or, to any person identified in a written and notarized authorization to redeem the property identified in the receipt,
or to a person identified in writing by the pledgor at the time of the initial transaction and signed by the pledgor. Written
authorization for release of property to persons other than the original pledgor must be maintained along with the original
transaction record in accordance with subsection 8-33(0)(1) of this Code.
a. A pledgor shall have no obligation to redeem pledged goods or make any payment on a pawn transaction.
Pledged goods not redeemed within at least 90 days of the date of the pawn, transaction, renewal, or extension
shall automatically be forfeited to the pawnbroker, and qualified right, title, and interest in and to the goods shall
automatically vest in the pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer.



b. The licensee's righ, title, and interest in the pledged goods under [subsection] a is qualified only by the

pledgor's right, while the pledged goods remain in possession of the pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second

hand dealer and not sold to a third party, to redeem the goods by paying the loan plus fees and/or interest accrued

up to the date of redemption.

¢. A pawn transaction that involves holding only the title to property is subject to Minn. Stat. chs. 168A or 336.
(7) Holding period for sold goods. Any item sold to a pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer for which
a report to the police is required shall not be sold or otherwise transferred for 30 days afier the date of the transaction.
However, an individual may redeem an item 72 hours after the item was received on deposit by the pawnbroker, precious
metal dealer or second hand dealer excluding Sundays and legal holidays.
(8) Receipt. The pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer shall provide a receipt to the seller or pledgor of
any item of property received, sold or owned which shall include:

a. The name, address, and phone number of the pawnbroker business;

b. The date on which the item was received by the pawnbroker;

c. A description of the item received and amount paid to the pledgor or seller in exchange for the item pawned or

sold;

d. The signature of the pawnbroker agent;

e. The last regular business day by which the item must be redeemed by the pledgor without risk that the item

will be sold and the amount necessary to redeem the pawned itern on that date;

f. The annual rate of interest charged on pawned items received; and

g. The name and address of the seller or pledgor.
(9) Hours of operation. No pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer shall keep the pawnbroker, precious
metal or second hand business open for the transaction of business on any day of the week before 7:00 a.m. or after 10:00
p.m.
(10) Minors. The pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer shall not purchase or receive personal property
of any nature or deposit or pledge from any minor.
(11) Inspection of items. The licensee shall, at all times during the term of the license, allow the city to enter the licensed
premises for the purpose of inspecting such premises and inspecting the items, ware, and merchandise therein for the
purpose of locating items suspected or alleged to have been stolen or otherwise improperly disposed.
(12) License display. A license issued under this section must be posted in a conspicuous place in the premises for which
it is used.
(13) Maintenance of order. A licensee under this section shall be responsible for the conduct of the business being
operated and shall maintain conditions of order.
(14) Gambling. No licensee under this section may operate or permit the operation on the licensed premises of dice, slot
machines, rouletie wheels, punch boards, blackjack tables, or pinball machines which return coins or slugs, chips, or tokens
of any kind, which are redeemable in merchandise or cash. No gambling equipment authorized under Minn. Stat., §§
349A.11-349.60, may be operated and no raffles may be conducted on the licensed premises and/or adjoining rooms. The
purchase of lottery tickets may take place on the licensed premises as authorized by the director of the lottery pursuant to
Minn. Stai. §§ 349A.01-349A.15.
(15) Prohibited goods. No licensee under this section shall accept any item of property which contains an altered or
obliterated serial number or "Operaiion [dentification” number or any item of property that has had its serial number
removed.
(16) Proper identification. A licensee under this section shall not accepi items of property unless the seller or pledgor
provides to the pawnbroker one of the following forms of photo identification:

a. A valid driver's license;

b. A Minnesota identification card; or

c. A photo identification issued by the seller's state of residency and current Minnesota address.

No other forms of identification shall be accepted.
(17) Redemption period. The date by which an item of property that has been pawned must be redeemed by the pledgor
without risk that the item will be sold must be a day on which the pawnbroker is open for regular business.
(18) Payment. When a pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer accepts an item for purchase or as
security for a loan, payment for any article deposited, lefi, pledged or pawned may be made by cash or by check, draft or
other negotiable instrument or order of withdrawal which is drawn against funds held by a financial institution, This policy
must be posted in a conspicuous place in the premises.
(19) Business at only one place. A license under this section authorizes the licensee to carry on its business only at the
permanent place of business designated in the license. The city may issue more than one license io a person if that person
complies with this section for each license. However, upon written request the chief of police or his designee may approve
an off-site locked and secure storage facility. The licensee shall permit inspection of the facility in accordance with
subsection 8-33(0)(1 1) of this Code. All provisions of this chapter regarding record keeping and reporting apply 1o the
facility and its contents. Property shall be stored in compliance with all provisions of the City Code. The licensee must
either own the building in which the business is conducted and any approved off-site storage facility, or have a lease on the
business premises which extends for more than six months.
(20) Restrictions on weapons.



a. A pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer may not receive as a pledge or otherwise, or accept
for consignment or sale any revolver, pistol, rifle, shotgun, or other firearm unless said dealer also maintains a
federal firearms dealers license.
b. A pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer may not receive as a pledge or otherwise, or accept
for consignment or sale, any sawed off shotgun, automatic rifle, black jack, switchblade, or other similar illegal
weapons or firearms.
(p) Restrictions regarding license transfer. Each license under this division shall be issued to the applicant only and shall not be
transferable to any other person. No licensee shall loan, sell, give or assign a license to another person.
(q) Suspension or revocation of license.
(1) The city council may suspend or revoke a license issued under this section upon a finding of a violation of
a. Any of the provisions of this section; or
b. Any state statute regulating pawnbrokers, precious metal dealers or second hand dealers.
Any conviction by the pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer for theft, receiving stolen
property, or any other crime or violation involving stolen property shall result in the immediate suspension
pending a hearing on revocation of any license issued hereunder.
(2) Except in the case of a suspension pending a hearing or revocation, a revocation or suspension by the city council shall
be preceded by writien notice to the licensee and a public hearing. The written notice shall give at least ten days' notice of
the time and place of the hearing and shall state the nature of the charges against the pawnbroker. The council may, without
any notice, suspend any license pending a hearing on revocation for a period not exceeding 30 days. The notice may be
served upon the pawnbroker or precious metal dealer by the united states mail addressed to the most recent address of the
business in the license application.
(r) Permitied charges.
(1) Notwithstanding any other statutes, ordinance, rule, or regulation, a pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand
dealer may contract for and receive a charge not to excead three percent per month of the principal amount advanced in the
pawn transaction plus a reasonable fee for storage and services. A fee for storage and services may not exceed $20.00 if the
property is not in the possession of the pawnbroker.
(2) The charge allowed under paragraph (1) shall be deemed earned, due, and owing as of the date of the pawn transaction
and a like sum shall be deemed earned, due, and owing on the same day of the succeeding month. However, if full payment
is made more than two weeks before the next succeeding month, the pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand
dealer shall remit one-half of the pawnshop charge for that month to the pledgor.
(3) Interest shall not be deducted in advance, nor shall any loan be divided or split so as to yield greater interest or fees
that would be permitted upon a single, consolidated loan or for otherwise evading any provisions of this section.
(4) Any interest, charge, or fees contracied for or received, directly or indirectly, in excess of the amount permitted under
this section, shall be uncollectible and the pawn transaction shall be void.
(3) A schedule of charges permitted by this section shall be posted on the pawnshop premises in a place clearly visible to
the general public.
(s) Prohibited acts.
(1) No pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer licensed under this section shall:
2. Lend money on a pledge at a rate of interest above that allowed by law:
b. Intentionally possess stolen goods;
c. Sell pledged goods before the time to0 redeem has expired;
d. Make a loan on a pledge to a minor.
(2) No licensee may receive any goods, unless the seller presents identification in the form of a valid drivers license, a
valid state identification or a photo identification issued by the seller's state of residency and current Minnesota address.
(3) No licensee may receive any item of property which contains an altered or obliterated serial number or "Operation
Identification" number or any item of property that has had its serial number removed.
(1) Redemption; risk of loss. Any person to whom the receipt for pledged goods was issued, or any person identified in a written
and notarized authorization to redeem the pledged goods identified in the receipt, or any person identified in writing by the pledgor
at the time of the initial transaction and signed by the pledgor shall be entitled to redeem or repurchase the pledged goods described
on the ticket. In the event the goods are lost or damaged while in possession of the pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second
hand dealer, the pawnbroker, precious metal dealer or second hand dealer shall compensate the pledgor, in cash or replacement
goods acceptable to the pledgor, for the fair market value of the lost or damaged goods. Proof of compensation shall be a defense to
any prosecution or civil action.
(u) Severabiliry. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this section is for any reason held to be invalid, such
decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Code.
(v) Penalry. A violation of this section shall be a misdemeanor under Minnesota law.
