CHAPTER 23

E. Exemptions

In the absence of a statutory or charter requirement, it is not necessary for a
city to advertise for bids. Cities may choose to advertise for bids, however,
even if the law does not require them to do so. Cities are not required by
statute to follow the competitive bidding process for the following

contracts.

1. Professional services

Cities are not required to follow the competitive bidding process when
contracting for professional services, such as those of doctors, engineers,
lawyers, architects, and accountants as well as other services requiring
technical, scientific or professional training like refuse hauling.

2. Insurance contracts

Cities are not required to follow the competitive bidding process for
insurance contracts. Cities must, however, seek requests for proposals for
group insurance for 25 or more employees.

3. Electronic reverse-auction procedure

Cities are not required to follow the competitive bidding process for the
electronic purchase of supplies, materials, or equipment. Electronic reverse
auctions differ from a traditional auction in that vendors bid against each
other to offer the lowest selling price for a particular contract in an open and
interactive electronic environment. Cities are prohibited from using a
reverse-auction procedure to contract for professional or technical services.

4. Purchases from other government agencies

A city does not need to comply with competitive bidding requirements
when purchasing property or equipment from the national government, the
state, or any political subdivision of the state. The council may, by
resolution, authorize any of its officers or employees to enter a bid for the
city at any sale of equipment, supplies, materials, or other property. The city
may authorize an officer or employee to make a down payment or a
payment in full, if necessary, in connection with the bidding.

5. Real estate

Cities are not required to follow the competitive bidding process for the
purchase, lease, or sale of real estate.
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
